ENGINE 

⃝ Oil drain plug (Advanced safety wired, Novice & Intermediate strongly 

recommend) 

⃝ Oil fill plug (Advanced safety wired, Novice & Intermediate strongly 

recommend) 

⃝ Oil filter (Advanced safety wired, Novice & Intermediate strongly recommend) 

 

CHASSIS  

⃝ Exhaust – all bikes must have mufflers in working order 

⃝ Chain condition – alignment and tightness 

⃝ Foot Pegs 

⃝ Handlebars & Grips are secure 

⃝ Throttle is smooth and auto returns 

 

 

TIRES 

⃝ Tires should be at least 25% 

⃝ Wheel weights should be secured to wheel 

⃝ Valve Stems must have caps 

 

BRAKES 

⃝ Brakes should be at least 50% life 

⃝ Brake Reservoirs should have adequate fluid & 

level 

⃝ Brake Calipers are Secure 

⃝ Brake lever feel (does not touch handlebar when 

squeezed tight) 

⃝ Brake hose (condition and routing, no binding or 

interference order) 

 

BODYWORK 

⃝ Clean and secure; no loose parts, bolts or 

fasteners 

⃝ Fairing and windscreen secure 

⃝ Fuel tank secure, no leaks 

⃝ Seat secure 

⃝ All lights and reflectors removed or taped over with 

tape  

⃝ Mirrors removed, taped or folded in 

⃝ Belly pans secure 

⃝ Bike has a working muffler 

 

PERSONAL EQUIPTMENT NEEDED 

⃝ Helmet – undamaged, full-face Snell or European standard approved 

with eye protection. NO flip-up helmets allowed. No camera mounts. 

⃝ Leather riding suit; for a two-piece suit, a full circumference zipper is 

required. Air mesh suits (where you can see your skin through them) will 
not be allowed.  All groups are required to have an animal hide based suit. 

⃝ No jeans allowed 

⃝ Motorcycle specific boots designed to protect your feet are required, 

and race style boots with high quality armor are highly recommended. 
Work boots or fashion boots will not be allowed (work boots covering 
ankles allowed for beginners only) 

⃝ Leather gauntlet-style gloves that cover your wrist and leave no skin 

exposed. 

 Back protector – strongly recommended
